1. Begin and end each team meeting, practice, and game with prayer.

2. Share prayer requests and a short testimony in the prayer time.  Have various players share in the testimony time.

3. Find appropriate gospel tracts with a sport theme and give them to your players.

4. Call players on the phone, as you would for a game, and invite them to Sunday School.  Offer to give them transportation, even if they have a car.  This is also a good time to just talk with them and learn of their family situation, work, etc.

5. Work with the Pastor in planning a service in which the team can sit together and be recognized.  Maybe a player could give a testimony.  Make it a team Sunday.

6. Target various players in order to spend time with them and share the Gospel with them.

7. Remember that the player has a family.  Include them in any outreach.  The player is often a door leading to the rest of the family.

8. Begin a prayer list consisting of the players on your team.  Pray for them daily.

9. Make sure all players fill out a player registration card at the beginning of the season, thus insuring their name and address will be placed in the church prospect file.

10. Encourage players and their families to participate in scheduled church activities for their age group.

11. Visit in the homes of your players.

12. During times of illness and death participate in visiting in the home and in taking food to the home.

13. If players or their family members become ill, visit them in the hospital and/or send them a card.

14. Take a course on personal witnessing.

15. Give the names and addresses of the players on your to their Sunday School teachers.

16. Give a copy of the team’s games to the church office to be printed in the church newsletter.
